Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
At Playgroup we will be:                  

· Encouraging children to consider others’ needs. 
· Encouraging children to talk about their feelings
· Helping children to understand how others might be feeling
· Encouraging all children to have “kind hands” when playing
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 At playgroup we will be: 
· Developing ball skills, throwing, catching and kicking a ball

· Learning to adjust speed and avoid obstacles when running

· Joining in individual and group activities

· Practising being still and holding a pose
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At Playgroup we will be:       

· Holding a conversation and learning new words

· Using simple sentences with correct word endings

· Encouraging children to be able to retell a simple past event in the correct order
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At Playgroup we will be:
· Filling in missing words in nursery rhymes or stories

· Joining in repeated refrains and anticipating key events and phrases in rhymes and stories

· Beginning to recognise their name and familiar logos
· Listening to and joining in with stories and poems
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At playgroup we will be:

· Pointing to items and saying one number for each item in order
· Recognising numerals 0-5 and linking numerals and amounts to 5
· Learning to subitise up to 3 objects
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At playgroup we will be:
· Exploring how things work and talking about why things happen
· Talking about the differences between materials and changes they notice

· Show an interest in technological toys and know how to operate simple equipment
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At playgroup we will be: 

· Engaging in role play based on their own ideas or experiences

· Using available resources to create props to support play

· Using imagination when using different materials

Characteristics of Effective Learning
At playgroup we will be: 
· Initiating activities and making independent choices

· Showing a “can do” attitude

· Encouraging children to persist with an activity when challenges occur

At home you can support your child’s learning 

· Encourage your child to be able to play by themselves for short periods of time
· Point out numbers in the environment eg. door numbers, speed signs, price tags etc
· Help your child to use the remote control or switch on their toys etc 
· Share stories together and talk about the repeat refrains and rhyming words

· Encouraging children to see writing or labels in different places and environments
